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In Fig 1 the 5th wheel is in the unhook 
position or the 10 o clock position The 
handle is pulled all the way back while 
holding the safety pin out. Release the 
safety pin so it engages and holds the 
handle in the 10 o clock position. At this 
point you are ready to pull away from 
the trailer.

Fig. 2 shows the hook up position. 
To get the 5th wheel handle from the un 
hook position in Fig. 1 to the hook up 
position shown in Fig. 2 you will hold  
back on the handle so you can pull the  
safety pin out. While holding the safety 
pin out release the handle and it should 
go to the 9 o clock position shown in 
Fig-2. When the handle is in this 
position you are ready to hook up.

Fig. 3 shows the locked position. Notice 
how the handle is now in the 8 o clock 
position. You can now see the safety pin 
engaged behind the block. You should 
not use the jaws to determine weather 
the 5th wheel is locked. If the handle is 
not in the 8 o clock position as it is in 
Fig. 3 it is not locked even if the jaws 
are wrapped around the king pin. If the 
handle does not go to the 8 o clock 
position you may need to back under the 
trailer more aggressively. Do not raise 
landing gear until the 5th wheel is 
locked.
